Singapore also holds the undisputed crown as Asia’s Greenest City due to its ambitious environmental targets and
its efficient and innovative approach to achieving them. Singapore is always finding new ways of dealing with
the world’s urban challenges and in the process, has become a living laboratory for pioneers of smart and
sustainable solutions.

The Australian Government's Threatened Species Strategy

The distribution of climates, topography, and soils that has produced the zones and ecological variation of
Australian vegetation has also been reflected in the distribution of animal life. Australia probably has between
200,000 and 300,000 species, about 100,000 of which have been described. There are some 250 species of native
mammals, 550 species of land and aquatic birds, 680 species of reptiles, 190 species of frogs, and more than 2,000
species of marine and freshwater fish. The remainder are invertebrates, including insects.

Australia is country rich in unique plants and animals. They are core to Australian identity, culturally significant
to Indigenous peoples, important to the health of our environment and a strong contributor to economy. The
distinctive plants and animals are a gift for us.

The Environment Protection and Biodiversity Conservation Act (the EPBC Act) is the Australian Government’s
central piece of environmental legislation. It provides a legal framework to protect and manage nationally and
internationally important flora, fauna, ecological communities and heritage places — defined in the EPBC Act as
matters of national environmental significance.

Extinction of native species is a matter of much concern. The Australian Government has established a new
national approach to threatened species. The Threatened Species Strategy is a plan for how we will prioritize
effort and work in partnership with the community and state and territory governments over the next five years.

The Strategy sets out a road map and highlights how our approach of science, action and partnership can be used
to achieve the long-term goal of reversing species declines and supporting species recovery.

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We all have a role to play in recovering Australia’s threatened species. It’s a task that relies on multiple partners,
including federal, state and territory governments, NGO’s, the private sector and communities. By working
together and pooling our efforts, we can be more effective and achieve long lasting outcomes in protecting and
recovering Australia’s unique and diverse species.

The Australian Government is partnering with states and territories to deliver $6.6 million for threatened species
projects that will contribute to the targets and action areas identified in the Threatened Species Strategy. The
projects focus on tackling feral cats, improving habitat, creating safe havens and intervening in emergencies to
protect our rare and remarkable animals and plants.
